 Information You Should Know for the 2012 Season
Our League Division Age Brackets:
Tee Ball Division: for ages 4 & 5 yr olds playing for the first time - player must turn 4 by April 30, 2012-All players will receive a small participation token trophy or medal. This is a NON competitive-instructional division.
Minor A Division is for all 8year olds-This will be an instructional division with live pitching and pitch count will be followed.  Any 8 year old can pitch and subject to the pitch count rules in the rule book will also be subject to removal if 3 batters have been hit by the same pitcher. The pitcher must be removed and may not re-enter as the pitcher in the rest of the game played. The pitching distance for this division is the regulation 46 feet. All players will receive a small participation token trophy or medal.
Minor B Division is for all 7 year olds and for 6 yr olds- This is an instructional division. It will use a pitching machine. There will be no live pitching. All players will receive a small participation token trophy or medal.
AA Division is for all 9year olds-and for any 10 year olds that are determined at their tryouts that they need another year back or *8 yr olds that at a special tryout and score high enough to advance. 10 year olds will not pitch. The 10 yr olds that stay down in this division will have the approval of the parent, the player agent and recommendation of the director and president’s approval before it is finalized. This division will be competitive with a Tournament of Champions played with other cities at the end of the season for the first place and possibly the second place team as well. There will be a pitch count followed in this division. First and second place teams will get trophies
AAA and Major Divisions: AAA is for 10, 11 and 12 yr olds- Major is for 11 & 12 yr olds & both divisions will be competitive with pitch count rules followed and a tournament of champions and all stars at the end of the season. 
First and second place teams will receive a trophy.
Junior Division: Junior Division is for 13 and 14 yr olds- they will inter league with other cities and travel to play- it will be competitive and have a tournament of champions and all stars at the end of the season.
First place team only will receive a trophy.
Senior Grapefruit, Senior and Big League Division: Senior Grapefruit (will start in late March) and Senior Division is for 14 yr old freshman high school players and 15 and 16 yr olds from high school- Big League is for any player age 17 & 18- both divisions will travel- Sr. and Big League divisions will not start until the middle-end of May and will have all stars at the end of the season.

1. After registration and submitting proof of residency and tryouts (if needed) you will not hear from any coach or manager until Feb 10th. First practices may not take place until Feb 13th if there is no rain. The drafted teams are put together first and Minor A & B and Tee Ball are last. Do not panic if no one contacts you until after Feb 12th- Call the player agent after Feb 13th if you have not heard from a coach or manager by then.
2. Opening Day is scheduled for March 3rd-if there is no rain. Pictures (cost not included in registration fees) will be this day as well as the home run derby. The annual softball tournament for parents and coaches will be Sun March 11th. ALL TEAMS MUST bring at least 3-5 PARTICIPANTS. ASK NOW!!!
3. Each team is required to get a team sponsor of $350- please log on to our web site www.lhcll.com for the form for your
          team. The team must have their check in by their team mom meeting.
4. Team Mom, Manager/Coach and parent information meetings are scheduled for Feb 21 & 22- check web site for info.
5. Scorekeeper clinic is Thursday Feb 23rd at La Habra Community Center for Minor A, 6:30-7pm and AA, AAA, Major and Junior Divisions from 7pm -8:30pm- All teams from these divisions must have a representative attend clinic.
6. Background checks must be completed every season by every coach, manager, team mom or helper and volunteer umpire that will be in constant contact with the players. A volunteer application must be filled out, copy of a valid CA Drivers License and a social security number are mandatory and $5 is required in order to be background checked.
7. Field Work and field grooming parties and all coaches and safety clinics are mandatory for EVERY manager and coach. Anyone interested in helping with maintenance of the fields or painting, please contact the Vice President or Field Maint. Director.

8. Snack Shack Duty and League Fundraisers are mandatory to participate in 100%- a buyout fee of $50 for each will be charged and will need to be paid for by cash or credit card in order for the player to continue. There is also a $25 added no show fee if you do not show up for your scheduled snack shack duty day and time- It is the responsibility of the parent(s) to ask the team mom when their team’s day is and to ensure it is covered or give the team mom 5 days notice to be able to reschedule.
